compartments) the pressure switches must be
wired in series. This allows either extinguisher
to operate the discharge alarm in the event of a
fire in either compartment.

4.0 CHECKOUT
With all connections made as noted in section 3,
and +12 volts applied to the red wire of the control
head, there should be no alarm indication.

4,1 Disconnect wires at the electrical switch on the
Fireboy extinguisher. The red “DISCHARGED”
lamp on the control head will glow and the
audible alarm will sound.

4.2 In the multiple extinguisher systems the test
of paragraph 4.1 should be repeated at each
extinguisher system.

1.0 OPERATION

1.1 With the discharge alarm properly installed and
connected to + 12 Volts DC, and the Fireboy
system in a charged condition, the red “DIS-
CHARGE” lamp on the control head should
remain unlit and the audible alarm unit should
be silent.
NOTE: in low ambient light levels the red indica-
tor lamp may be seen to glow dimly. This is
normal and does not indicate a system fault.

1.2 Moving the test switch to the “TEST” position will
cause the red “DISCHARGE” lamp to illuminate
and the audible alarm to sound, thus determin-
ing the readiness of the system to respond in
the event of a discharge.

1.3 In the event of a fire and the subsequent dis-
charge of the Fireboy system, the red “DIS-
CHARGE” lamp will illuminate and the audible
alarm will sound as long as + 12 volts DC
remains applied.

All wiring connections shall be made using #16
AWG stranded copper wire conforming to ABYC
standards for marine use, as a minimum.

The RED wire (see figure 1 & 1 A) on the control
head shall be connected to + 12 volts DC at the
ignition buss. This connection shall be fused with
a 1 ampere in-line fuse {maximum).

NOTE: With the discharge alarm in the “normal”
mode (no alarm) the power drain from the +12
VDC supply is approximately .0005 amps (.5
milliamps). At this current level the drain from the
battery buss is negligible and the unit may be
connected directly to it, bypassing the ignition
switch. In this manner the discharge alarm will
be powered at all times, and ready to alert boat
occupants or passersby to a discharge of the
Fireboy extinguishing system.

The BLACK wire (see figure 1 & 1 A} on the control
head shall be connected to a suitable ground (-12
volts) on the instrument panel.

The YELLOW wire (see figure 1 & 1A) on the
control head shall be connected to one terminal
of the electrical switch on the Fireboy system.
The other terminal of the pressure switch should
be connected to ground at the same point as the
BLACK wire from terminal 3 of the control head.
